Description

2. Ability to Communicate (35%)

· communicate to students

· communicate to other adult mentors

· communicate to parents

· communicate to educators / corporate sponsors / school administration

3. Examples Demonstrating Role Model Behavior (30%)

· Gracious professionalism

· Team leadership

· Community service

· Spirit 

· Creativity
